District 429 Education Foundation Board Meeting Minutes
October 11, 2007
Tonight’s meeting was called to order by board president, Nicki Rosenbaum.  Also in attendance:  Lori Schrock, John Mehlberg, Nancy Davis, Stacey Shrewsbury, Amy Duffy, Jane Meiners, and Judy Hoffrichter.  Steve Graham. 

The minutes from the September 27th meeting were read.  Motion to approve by Nancy with a second from Judy.  Minutes were approved. 

The treasurer’s report was presented with no changes from last month’s report.  Motion to approve by Jane with a second from Lori.  Report was approved.

Mini-grant proposals.  There were 2 mini-grant proposals

1.) Becky Dunham from the Jr. High STARS program (behavior disorder program) requested money to help pay for the cost of an end of the semester reward for the students earning enough points to qualify.  The classroom is based upon a level system in which students receive daily points.  For students earning enough points, she plans a trip to Bloomington to the Family Fun Center and lunch (requested $10 for admission, $10 for lunch, plus transportation costs).  She thought this may include 4 students, possibly more.  After discussion for various funding and the potential to obtain cheaper transportation, Jane made a motion to approve $10.00 per student.  Judy provided a second.  The motion was passed with one opposing vote.  
2.)  Leah Uphoff, Jr. High Teacher requested money to fund 5 mission trips to the


Challenger Learning Center.  (5 missions @ $550 = $2,750.00)  The 8/22/07   meeting established a budgeted amount for the CLC of $1,250.  {Note, the year before $1,000 from the Humiston Trust, $1,500 from Education Foundation.  This year a predicted contribution from Humiston Trust of $1,000, a $500 deposit, leaving the Foundation to cover the remaining cost of $1,250}. John made a motion to approve with a second from Jane.  Motion was approved unanimously and the mini-grant was awarded the $1,250 budgeted amount. 

Cash Bash.  It was brought to the committee’s attention the High School Fine Arts Banquet has now been scheduled for Sat. March 8th.  It was decided to move the Cash Bash to Friday, March 7th.  
Judy presented to the committee information gathered from the Elk’s manager, Nancy.  This included suggested options for a menu, the bar, and dessert, decorating ideas, game tables, ticket sales, and costs.  A print out of all information was provided.  

Tentative decisions were:
   To serve roast pork and chicken (and since now on a Friday, fish for lent)

   To have keg beer and wine  

   Bring in our own desserts (possibly to be bought from Super WalMart/Sam’s)
   Dinner from 5:30 to 7:00

   Begin the draw down at 6:00 (ending at 10:00)
Other business.  Nancy Davis and Judy Hoffrichter will complete their terms on the committee.  They have graciously agreed to help with Cash Bash fundraiser.  Paula has still not been contacted regarding her plans.  (note: a later email indicated she would also complete her term)  John Mehlberg will be able to stay on the committee.  This leaves 3 open terms to be filled.  Nicki made a motion to nominate Jayn Manning to complete Stacey’s term. (Stacey to now be a non-voting representative from the school board).  Judy made a second and Jayn’s nomination was approved.  Welcome to Jayn as a new committee member.
The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, November 29th.  If Carl Krause can attend, committee members are invited to come to the meeting ½ hour early (5:30) to gather additional information and ask questions regarding his experience with Cash Bash fund raisers.  The regularly scheduled meeting will begin at 6:00.
